	Religion

We will be covering three topics this term.

Topic 8: Building Bridges

	Expressive Arts
Topic: Oh what a show!
Singing: The children to learn and perform Andrew Lloyd Webber’s and Tim Rice score, ‘Joseph and his Technicolour Dreamcoat.’
To incorporate non – tuned percussion to enhance performance.
Learning to perform under the direction of a conductor.
To create a series of props for the performance. To design and make costumes for the ‘Witches Spell’ based on the literacy focus of Elizabethan theatre and Shakespeare’s Macbeth.
To create and design tickets and programme cover using line, mark colour and shape skills.

	Context for Learning: ‘Oh what a show!’: An investigation oftheatre and performance within the past and the present..
Humanities: (Geography)
Interpreting geographical data
Using keys to identify location

Investigating reforms past and present to child working conditions.

Genres of texts and writing  to be covered:
[bookmark: _GoBack]GGR:  Guided group reading is an activity the children participate every day for 25 minutes. This work will be linked to theatre past and present and the life and work of William Shakespeare.
The genres of writing will include:
Letter writing: Letter from Macbeth to his wife Lady Macbeth                                    
Poetry writing: Analysing the extract of the Witches spell. To learn about the use of syllables, description, the use of rhyme, alliteration and how these literacy vehicles made it easier for Shakespeare’s actors to learn their lines.
Poetry Writing: Drafting and editing - To use learning on ‘The Witches’ Spell’ to create their own poem in the Style of Shakespeare.
Reading: Children’s version of ‘Macbeth’
BBC Animated Tales: To know that a play is performed and the differences between the genre of a play and books. (Extend to using videos to consolidate this understanding of the Witches spell)
IT: Creating a PPT about the features of Shakespeare’s Globe Theatre.

	Mathematics and Numeracy (Mrs Houston’s Maths Class) Scheme used ‘All about Maths)
Mental mathematics: This commences every lesson. It is used as a platform to consolidate learning from the topics from the previous academic term and consolidate learning from the Spring term as we progress through learning.
Mathematics homework is set weekly and books are sent home for the completion of these tasks. This term Mrs Houston’s mathematics class will focus on the following areas of learning.
Topics:. Dailt mental maths sessions to calculate previous learning. Decimals, Fractions (if time introduce basic percentages.) Symmetry and Properties of 2D and 3D Shape. Angle, compass direction, acute, obtuse and reflex angles. Applying mathematical knowledge to calculate the value of the missing angle within an angle and within 2 D shapes including triangle.. To introduce long multiplication
Reasoning: This is a weekly activity where children apply their learning in a problem solving context related to a particular learning topic in mathematics.

A reasoning task to be conducted once a week in order to apply their learning in different contexts.
	Science and Technology
PC Cadwallader: Staying safe on line and Bullying and how to address these issues in daily life and where to seek guidance and help.
Technology: The tasks listed below have screen completed in class. However, we will focus on more challenging use of Microbit.
Learning objectives:​
To understand how selection is represented in flowcharts.​
To understand and use decision boxes.​
To create flowcharts algorithms.
To create own flow charts and algorithms.
Make PPTs about learning. Link to Literacy – PPT about the Globe.
Make Flipgrid (Videos) to evaluate learning
Use Microbit coding to design own game. Your child’s work is on Teams and many of the Flipgrid videos completed so far have also been placed on the school gallery and the class page under ‘My Week’.
Science: The children will undertake a series of investigations during the second half of the summer term. They will develop the skills of identifying a success criteria for an investigation, to make predictions about the outcome of an investigation, how to conduct a fair test, to describe, their method, how they will record their results in charts, and a variety of graphs, to draw conclusions from their data . To explain what they have learned and to assess whether the success criteria for the investigation has been achieved.
