	A superb merit assembly was observed on verification day, nearly all of which was carried out through the medium of Welsh. Staff and pupils use Welsh naturally throughout.  Criw Cymraeg introduce ‘Brawddeg yr wythnos’. Criw Cymraeg present Welsh certificates and stickers to the ‘Siaradwr yr wythnos’. The Criw Cymraeg, subject leaders and head teacher emphasised the positive impact this has had in enriching the Welsh ethos. The three progression steps have been presented with purposeful interactive elements in Welsh assemblies such as classes taking turns to perform e.g. songs, games, reading stories as well as Welsh prayers during collective worship.

	Pupils use a range of Welsh websites and apps trialled and recommended by the Criw Cymraeg. St. Joseph’s makes effective use of digital technology for Welsh language through use of Hwb, Dojo and the CSC website. iPads are used to gather oracy and reading evidence. Pupils choose to use Welsh apps and websites voluntarily. Evidence of this was seen throughout the school. Some extended written pieces are word processed. Pupils make great use of resources to code to enhance their Welsh oracy skills as well as their music skills. The school was visited by Welsh Assembly Government and pupils coded songs such as Heno Heno, Mae Hen wlad fy nhadau and Llundain yn llosgi. This was a particular strength of the extensive evidence observed.

	The school celebrates significant dates such as Santes Dwynwen, Dydd Miwsig Cymru, Diwrnod Seren a Sbarc, Diwrnod Shw’mae and St. David’s Day. Fantastic videos are shared on social media of such events. Staff and pupils alike celebrate the school Eisteddfod to the full and are extremely proud of their Welsh heritage and culture. Pupils have gone on educational visits e.g. Morfa Bay, Castell Caerdydd, St Fagan’s, Bae Caerdydd, Tredegar house and Llangrannog to enhance the Welsh dimension. Welsh singing, dawnsio gwerin and cynefin (heritage) are deeply embedded in school life at St. Joseph’s. A Clwb Cymraeg is held after school to celebrate the pupils’ love of the language.

	All classes have a range of reading resources. Pupils use QR codes to read Welsh books whenever possible. The Criw Cymraeg is hoping to develop this further with the younger pupils in school. Pupils show good fluency and intonation when reading a range of age-appropriate reading materials. Older pupils have previously read Welsh stories to younger pupils. Welsh books have been included in GGR sessions. Pupils throughout the school are exposed to factual and fictional books as well as poetry. Activities such as word games, role play as well as regular GGR sessions enrich the pupils’ reading experience. Pupils confidently express their opinions about books they have read.
