Now I will call upon this year’s judge Mrs Riordan to give 
us the name of the Crown Poem.

Judge gives adjudication (they will make the announcement of the winner) 
(Winner stands as music is played, the cloak druids dress and fetch the Poet and they process him/her to the chair.)

Before the crowning can take place there must be peace in our land. 
When I call out ‘A oes hedddwch?’ You will reply ‘Heddwch’
