David 

Today we will be reflecting on the life of our Patron Saint of Wales, St. David, or as we call him in Wales, Dewi Sant. Dewi was a monk, abbot and bishop, who lived in the 6th Century. He dedicated his whole life to God, and spread the Good news of Christianity throughout the whole of Wales. 

Bella: 

Dewi became a symbol, not only for Wales, but also for Christianity in Wales. It is said that before he died, St. David said ‘be steadfast and do little things’. These words remind us that we can make a difference to others by carrying out small, kind gestures every day! These gestures could include buying a daffodil to support Marie Curie, Comforting a friend who is sad, or putting a donation in our food bank. Let us listen to the Story of Saint David
Story of St David:

Sophia: David lived in Wales in the sixth century, that is, over 1,400 years ago. David was committed to his faith and sharing the Gospel values through his teachings. He was particularly good at speaking to large groups of people. 

Daneer: One day he was addressing a crowd of several thousands who had gathered in a valley. David's friends were worried that not everyone would be able to hear him, but in fact, David was able to make himself heard, even right to the back of that crowd of several thousands. As David spoke the ground rose up under his feet until it became a mountain and that was why everyone could hear him. A white dove, which became his emblem, was seen settling on his shoulder.
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Kaelynn:
David was a remarkable man who believed in God and who knew him especially well. Because of his strong faith in God remarkable things sometimes happened! He was a good teacher and was very popular with the people of Wales, who loved him for the help and encouragement he gave them. In fact, when he died the people were overcome with grief. They said they had lost a father - who would now look after them like David had? 

Michelle:
We remember his ability to speak well and keep his listeners interested. This reminds us of the time when Jesus said to his disciples: 'If you have faith in God you could say to this mountain, "Move!" and it would go far away. Nothing would be impossible'

Orla: Today we will be thinking about the example Saint David’s and what his life teaches us about loving one another as God our Father loves us.  St David lived a long time ago, almost fourteen hundred years ago! He practiced a life of simplicity and hard work, but also great warmth and commitment to the Good News message of Jesus. And so,with a feeling of excitement and joy of cel ebrating the forthcoming St David’s Day we begin our Mass.

I believe nothing can happen that will outweigh the supreme advantage of knowing Christ Jesus my Lord. I am no longer trying for perfection by my own efforts, the perfection that comes from the Law, but I want only the perfection that comes through faith in Christ, and is from God and based on faith. 

Jeron: All I want is to know Christ and the power of his resurrection and to share his sufferings by reproducing the pattern of his death. That is the way I can hope to take my place in the resurrection of the dead. Not that I have become perfect yet: I have not yet won, but I am still running, trying to capture the prize for which Christ Jesus captured me. All I can say is that I forget the past and I strain ahead for what is still to come; I am racing for the finish, for the prize to which God calls us upwards to receive in Christ Jesus.
