	Context for Learning: Child of the 2000s’: An investigation of children’s rights past and present. How have they evolved? Planning is located on the class pages for Dosbarth Gwynno.
Humanities: (Geography)
Humanities is the focus upon history and geography. This term my focus will be also be on expressive arts and will be delivered through the topic of ‘Child of the 2000s’; It is also used as a platform for developing numeracy, literacy and IT skills in different contexts where children apply skills acquired in these areas of learning. The children will develop the following skills:
Compass direction using the eight points
Using 2 figure coordinates to record position and identify position
Map reading skills
The use of atlases
Interpreting geographical data
Using keys to identify location
To use simple scales to calculate distances between different locations.
Humanities: (History)
Comparing work conditions for children pasts and present.
Investigating reforms past and present to child working conditions.
Investigating the work of individuals and organisations in reforming working conditions for children past and present. Investigating the protection offered to children past and present.

	Mathematics and Numeracy (Mrs Houston’s Maths Class) Scheme used ‘All about Maths)
Mental mathematics: This commences every lesson. It is used as a platform to consolidate learning from the topics from the previous academic term and consolidate learning from the Spring term as we progress through learning..
Mathematics homework is set weekly and books are sent home for the completion of these tasks. This term Mrs Houston’s mathematics class will focus on the following areas of learning.
Topics: Data (Venn diagrams, Carroll Diagrams, bar charts, scatter graphs and line graphs) Children will be required to construct data graphs and diagrams. They need to develop the skills to interrogate data and to apply their numeracy skills to interrogate and draw conclusions from data. Decimals: tenths, hundreths – some children who are able enough will progress on to thousandths, Measures, Fractions, Symmetry and Properties of 2D and 3D Shape
Reasoning: This is a weekly activity where children apply their learning in a problem solving context related to a particular learning topic in mathematics.
	Science and Technology
PC Cadwallader: Staying safe on line and Bullying and how to address these issues in daily life and where to seek guidance and help.
Technology: The tasks listed below have ceen completed in class. However, we will focus on more challenging use of Microbit.
Learning objectives:​
To understand how selection is represented in flowcharts.​
To understand and use decision boxes.​
To create flowcharts algorithms.
To create own flow charts and algorithms.
Make PPTs about learning.
Make flipgrids (Videos) to evaluate learning
Use Microbit coding –  including Sea Turtles, Flashing Emotions
Your child’s work is on Teams and many of the flipgrid videos completed so far have also been placed on the school gallery and the class page under ‘My Week’.
Science: The children will undertake a series of investigations during the second half of the spring term. They will develop the skills of identifying a success criteria for an investigation, to make predictions about the outcome of an investigation, how to conduct a fair test, to describe, their method, how they will record their results in charts, and a variety of graphs, to draw conclusions from their data . To explain what they have learned and to assess whether the success criteria for the investigation has been achieved.
