Teacher Guidance on Writing a Book review
Before writing your book review this is the following guidance I would give you:
If your refer to an episode in a book, do NOT refer to that moment in the book again. If you do then your final piece of writing will sound repetitive.
It is very important to quote from the book to support your opinion and ideas. However these quotes should be limited to words or short phrases. Do NOT copy out ‘CHUNKS’ from the book, I want to know what you think.
I will provide you with a plan of how to write a book review. Do not be tempted to TELL THE STORY. I want to know what you think! You are being asked to analyse the text / to make judgements about what you have read – I already know the story.
Although a scaffold has been provided for your book review, as you get older and are able to apply more developed literacy skill, this is still a very good way of writing a book review that will serve you well in the future.
Do NOT express ideas or opinions about the book without having evidence from the text to support them. However, these MUST be short (As previously described.) It is about what you think and there is not a right or wrong answer. It is your opinion. As long as you can support it with reference to the text your answer is correct.
Template of the Book review for ‘The Iron Man’ by Ted Hughes.
Introduction
What is the title of the book that you have read? Who is the author of the text? Who is the author? When was the book first published? Is the book dedicated to anyone? Who is the illustrator of the text. (All this information can be found on the cover and inside covers of the book)
Paragraph Two
You are required to write a summary of the book. Remember what you have learnt from this literacy project about writing a summary. It should be a sequence of key events of the text. DO NOT RE – TELL THE STORY. This is not a summary. I would not expect this section of your review to be more than ten sentences at the very most. Thinking of beginning, middle and end!

Who was your favourite character in the book? Who are they? Why did you like them – make reference to the text to support your answer. Do not refer to any of the episodes you write about in this paragraph again to avoid producing a piece of writing that is repetitive and therefore does not read well to anyone reading your review.
Paragraph Four 
What was our favourite part of the book? What was the most exciting or most unusual event of ‘The Iron Man’? Refer to the text, Remember to say why you have chosen this part of the book. If you use quotes from the text keep them short and place them in quotation marks. Do not refer to any of the episodes you write about in this paragraph again to avoid producing a piece of writing that is repetitive and therefore does not read well to anyone reading your review. 
Paragraph Five – Conclusion of the book review.
In this section of the final part of your writing, consider the following:
Would you recommend friends read this book? Why?
Is it exciting? Refer to part of the text you have not used before.
Is it unusual? Refer to part of the text you have not used before.
End by describing what the Iron man teaches about not fighting with one another and how we can learn in the present day to teach all in our world today, including world leaders, about peace, caring for one another, being tolerant so that the peace found in the Iron man’s world is relevant to our existence today.
