	EXPLORE Learning Focus:  The response to being chosen. 
Explain that everyone is chosen at some time or another. People are chosen for different things at different times and peoples are chosen for different reasons. Another way of explaining this is that people are called to help or contribute in a special way. Read story about Emma and Daniel’s wedding. Discuss key questions: 
· Why were Abigail and Benjamin chosen?

· What do you think of their different responses to being chosen?

· How do you think Daniel and Emma felt when Abigail didn’t want to be a bridesmaid?

· Have you ever been chosen for something and said yes immediately? What were your reasons for saying yes?

· Have you ever been chosen or called on for something and refused? What were your reasons? 

· Did you have any regrets? 

· Why is it difficult to make a response in some situations? 

· Do you sometimes have to give up something when you are chosen?

	Learning Focus 1: The call of ‘Samuel’ and ‘David is chosen’. 

Read the story of the call of Samuel, God’s story 3 page 34, 1: Samuel 2:11; 3:3-10, 19. (Include the first two lines of the second paragraph God’s prophet). Explain God calls in different ways. It is important to respond to God’s call). Then read the story, ‘David is chosen’, God’s story 3 page 3, 1 Samuel 16: 4-13. Explain that God does not choose people for the same reasons as we might. God looks at the heart and not at the outer appearance. Sometimes it is the least likely person whom God chooses. God blesses those he has chosen.  Discuss key questions:

· In what ways were the call of Samuel and the call of David different?

· How do you think Samuel felt when he realised who was calling him?

· How did he respond?

· How did Samuel know that he was to choose David from among the eight sons of Jesse? 

· How did God show that he had heard the response of Samuel and David?

Read Mark 1: 14-20 in God’s story 3 page 89, Good News of God. Explain that when God chooses people it is to do his special work. The apostles were chosen to tell everyone the Good News of God’s love. TPS: What do we mean when we say The Kingdom of God? Discuss key questions:

· Why do you think Jesus went up the mountain on his own?

· What do you think Jesus thought when he saw Andrew and Simon fishing? 

· Did they have a task to fulfil or were they just friends?

· What do think Andrew, Simon, James or John felt when Jesus called them?

· What was their response?

· What would your response be if you were one of them?

· How do you think it changed their lives?

	Learning Focus 3 (assessment): The sacrament of confirmation. 
Ask the children if they have ever been present at the Sacrament of Confirmation, maybe of an older sibling. Explain that the sacrament is a celebration of God’s gift of friendship with Jesus and with the parish community. Through this sacrament, the Holy Spirit helps us to grow closer to God in love. Confirmation strengthens the baptised Christian in their faith. It is a sacrament of initiation, of belonging. Look at Confirmation PPT. Then show a video clip of the celebration. In groups mind map the actions and symbols related to confirmation and give reasons. Discuss key questions:

· What did you find impressive in the ceremony?

· What does the bishop actually do? To whom does the bishop pray? What special action does he make with his hands?

· Why do you think the candidates have sponsors? What do they do? Whom do they represent? 

· What do you think the promises mean for the life of the candidates?

· What is the significance of the anointing?

· What gift do the candidates receive at Confirmation and how do you think these help them in their lives? 

Make a leaflet about Confirmation. 

Include ways Christians receiving the Sacrament effects the life of the person being confirmed (level 4) 

Make links with scripture passages about being called or chosen (Level 3 confident)


Give reasons why people get confirmed (Level 3)


Describe what happens at the celebration of Confirmation (level 2)

	Learning Focus 4: The call of Confirmation. 
Explain that many people are baptised when they are babies. They will then usually be confirmed when they are older. At the celebration of Confirmation, each one is called by name and invited to come to the front of the church. The bishop explains the readings to them and helps them to understand what Confirmation means. 

Read the bishop’s words, Come and See page 75. 

Tell the children that the gift of the Holy Spirit which is received is a spiritual sign of becoming more like Christ. Through baptism, the baptised share the life of Christ and in Confirmation the power of his Spirit is received, signified by the sign of the cross made with chrism. The goodness of Christ should always be seen in the actions and way of life of a confirmed person. In confirmation they choose to become active members of the church. Teach the children the prayer of the Holy Spirit, Come and See page 75. Discuss key questions:

· What gift do people receive at Confirmation?

· What is Confirmation asking of people?

· How do you think people can be active members of the Church?

· In what ways can people give their lives to serve others?

· How does God ensure that we have the help we need?

	Learning Focus 5: Living in the light. 

Tell the children that the Holy Spirit is the powerful friend whom Jesus promised would help and support us after he had returned to his Father. The Holy Spirit is the 3rd person in the Trinity. He is the friend that Jesus talked about when he died. Explain that Christians believe that the power of the Holy Spirit can help us in our struggle between choosing right and wrong. The Holy Spirit can lead us into the light of Christ and guide us along life’s path. Read 1 John 1:5-7. When people are baptised and confirmed, they promise or someone promises for them, to turn away from what is wrong and follow God’s light. 
Discuss key questions:

·  What do you know about the Holy Spirit?

· What happens to people when there is a power cut at night and what is it like when it comes back?

· What do you think ‘living in the light of Jesus’ means? Give some examples?

· What happens when we turn away from God’s light?

· How might the Holy Spirit help us? 

Listen to and join in with Christ be our light BY Bernadette Farrell. Discuss the words with a partner, especially those ‘Longing for light’. What do they mean for daily life?

· The work of the Holy Spirit in the lives of Christians.

· What it is to live in the light of Christ.

· The commitment of people who respond to the call of God.

· How Sean Devereux answered the call of God.

Rejoice – Pupils to plan a prayer service using the 4 –part structure ‘Gather, Word, Response, Going Forth’.
